Some valuable information about the scholarships 

Kanyashree prakalpa (K2) 

1. All girl students aged 18, across all boards (HS/ISC/CBSE), are eligible for a one-time Kanyashree grant of Rs. 25,000/- 

for their higher education. 

2. A girl whose age is between 18 to 19 years (after turning 18 years and before turn 19) can apply for this. 

3. No family income bar 

4. The student must be a domicile of West Bengal.

Aikyashree (post matric scholarship for minority students) 

1. It is a Govt. initiative for supporting students from various minority communities (SC, ST or OBC), including Muslims, 

Sikhs, Christians, Buddhists, and Parsis. 

2. The annual family income of the student should not exceed ₹2 Lakh

2. Students in the SC/ST and OBC category should not exceed family income of ₹2.5 lakhs and ₹1 lakh per year 

respectively.
