Brief Report : 
A One-day international seminar-cum-workshop on NEP (National Education Policy, 2020) was jointly 

organised by IQAC, Durgapur Women’s College and Banwarilal Bhalotia College, Asansol, on 18th July, 

2023. The purpose of the seminar was to explain the opportunities and the challenges in the implementation 

of NEP 2020 in the undergraduate colleges affiliated to the State Universities in West Bengal. After the 

Inaugural session, the invited speakers—Dr. Sudipta Roy, Professor of Finance, University of St. Francis, 

Joliet, Illinois, USA, Dr. Amitava Basu, Principal, Banwarilal Bhalotia College, Asansol, and Dr. Jitendra 

Nath Roy, Professor, Department of Physics, Kazi Nazrul University, Asansol—were greeted with flower 

bouquets. Other important dignitaries who graced the dais with their august presence were Dr. Mahananda 

Kanjilal, Principal, Durgapur Women’s College, Dr. Dulal Chandra Sen, Coordinator, IQAC, Durgapur 

Women’s College and Dr. Seema Sen, Associate Professor, Department of Physics, Durgapur Women’s 

College. 



The program began with Dr. Mahananda Kanjilal’s brief introduction to the seminar-cum-workshop. She 

summarised the goals of NEP 2020 by highlighting specific points such as providing universal access to 

quality education, equipping teachers with digital literacy skill, promoting multidisciplinary approach for 

all-around development, fostering growth in research and promoting equal opportunity among students by 

addressing the gender and the regional gaps in the Indian society. She emphasized that the NEP looked 

forward to building a nation of empowered and good citizens. 

FIRST TECHNICAL SESSION

The first technical session commenced at 11:00 AM. The invited speakers for the first technical session were 

Dr. Sudipta Roy and Dr. Jitendra Nath Roy. The session was chaired by Dr. Seema Sen. Dr. Sen introduced 

the speakers and enlightened the audience on the history of education policies implemented by the Central 

Govt. since 1948. She appreciated NEP for its special initiatives to promote the learning of vernacular 

languages and to confer equal status to all disciplines in Indian academia. 

Dr. SUDIPTA ROY

The topic of Dr. Roy’s talk was “Implementing NEP 2020: Challenges and Opportunities for Indian Higher 

Education Institutions.” She said that her views on NEP were shaped by two factors: 

i) Disruption of higher education during COVID-19

ii) A study of how the faculties, students and the administrative bodies in the Higher Education 

Institutions were affected by the ‘new normal’ norms

Dr. Roy, who obtained a certificate in online teaching and learning a decade ago, discussed the advantages 

of Blended Learning, which is based on both online and offline modes, in the post-pandemic society. She 

explained that in blended learning the students are able to access education 24x7 according to their 

convenience. Her comparative analysis of the undergraduate education systems in India and the US revealed 

that the NEP aims to globalise the standards of Bachelors courses offered by the Indian universities. 

Discussing in detail about Bloom’s Taxonomy, she not only explained the different levels of learning with 

the aid of a pyramid diagram, but also concluded that with its emphasis on multidisciplinary approach and 

blended learning (credit transfer system) NEP will succeed in eradicating the culture of rote learning. 



Dr. JITENDRA NATH ROY

Dr. Jitendra Nath Roy, the second speaker of the first technical session observed that NEP 2020 unfolded a 

holistic approach at every level of Indian education (school, college and university) in order to promote 

sustainable development. Explaining the key features of NCF (UG), he illuminated the audience on the 

issues of multiple entry and multiple exits, Academic Bank of Credit (ABC), multi/interdisciplinary learning 

and learning based on Indian Knowledge Systems. He pointed out that in the present scenario a disparity in 

the distribution of credits has been noticed among the State universities in West Bengal. He suggested that it 

would have been better if all Higher Education Institutions maintain parity in this matter. 

SECOND TECHNICAL SESSION

The second technical session started after the lunch break of one hour (12:45 PM-1:45 PM). The session was 

chaired by Dr. Dulal Chandra Sen, Coordinator, IQAC, Durgapur Women’s College. The speaker for this 

session was Dr. Amitava Basu, Principal, Banwarilal Bhalotia College, Asansol. 

Dr. AMITAVA BASU

The topic of Dr. Basu’s presentation was “Curriculum and Credit Framework for Undergraduate 

Programmes, as per NEP 2020.” He mainly discussed the challenges and opportunities of adopting the NEP 

in the colleges affiliated to Kazi Nazrul University, Asansol. He mentioned that as per the norms of Kazi 

Nazrul University, the NEP statute of multiple exits at the undergraduate level will be allowed in the 

colleges. He clarified that re-entry to the colleges affiliated to Kazi Nazrul University, however, will not be 

permitted. Dr. Basu discussed in detail the framework of credits to be followed for the undergraduate 

courses, from Semester I to Semester VIII, in the colleges affiliated to Kazi Nazrul University. 

Dr. Basu’s engaging talk was followed by a lively interaction between the audience and the invited speakers. 

At the end of the session, Dr. Dulal Chandra Sen, Coordinator, IQAC, Durgapur Women’s College, 

delivered the ‘Vote of Thanks.’  

Teachers and students from different colleges participated in the seminar-cum-workshop. The programme 

ended with distribution of certificates to the participants.
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
