Head of the department for KNU campus  immediately for approval process. 

4. After approval, you may download and print the Admit Card.

2. Enter Academic Bank of Credits (ABC ID) / Automated Permanent Academic Account Registry 

(APAAR ID). 

3. Download the Admit Card after completing the Academic-cum-Examination Enrollment and payment 

process. 

Note: Updating/verification of ABC ID / APAAR ID is compulsory. Without a valid ABC ID, students will 

not be able to view their marksheets in Digi Locker.
